Documents required by CCOPMM  
Post neonatal infant death
OFFICIAL

The following priority documents required to complete a CCOPMM Post Neonatal Infant Death report should be submitted within 28 days. 

Internal review

· Internal health service review of case (if done)

· Post-mortem examination (if done at health service)

Please note: If the below documents are included in the full patient record, uploading the full indexed medical record is an acceptable alternative.

Patient History

· Clinical case summary (including summary of events leading up to death)

· Summary of medical disease/condition causing death and the circumstances of death

· Summary of underlying conditions (including mental health conditions) including diagnosis and complications, and contact details of treating health services providers

· If the condition was present at birth, a comprehensive summary of obstetric and neonatal details

· Any other relevant medical or surgical notes.

· PIPER (Paediatric Infant Perinatal Emergency Retrieval) or Ambulance transfer notes by paramedics or MICA (if relevant) 

· Paediatric intensive care unit (PICU) report discharge summary

· Referral letters and medical correspondence 

· All other discharge summaries including the death admission discharge summary


Pathology/investigations/imaging

· Relevant laboratory investigations including any microbiologic, genetic, metabolic or biopsy test results 

· Post-mortem results including post-mortem testing

· Relevant imaging results (CT, MRI, x-ray, ultrasound)

· Australian Immunisation Register results
File Upload Guidelines: Please note that each document should not exceed 20MB in size. A maximum of 10 documents can be uploaded with this notification submission.
Please note that you will have the opportunity to provide more documents at a later stage if you do not currently have them available.
